HOW TO SAVE WATER OUTSIDE THE HOME

The watering of lawns and gardens can double normal household water use during the
hot, dry summer months. At standard household water pressures, a garden hose will
discharge up to 6% gallons of water per minute. To apply an inch of water to 1,000
square feet of lawn or garden requires 620 gallons of water.

Watering should be limited to gardens, and newly planted lawns and landscaped areas.

Established lawns and landscape

plantings will usually survive without
watering. Inadequate watering encour-
ages shallow root growth and in-
creases the risk of mortality. When
water is scarce, your community or
individual water supply should be re-
served for your most essential needs.
