Substandard Structure Abatement
Program

The program aids in the prevention of slum and
blight by addressing abandoned structures.
Staff provides support and recommendations to
the Urban Rehabilitation Standards Review
Board in regards to ordering owners to repair,
secure, remove or demolish a structure.
Ultimately, the program removes structures that
pose a hazard to citizens and/or are utilized for
illegal activities.

The Community Development Division is
responsible for distributing funds for eligible
projects through a competitive application
process. The Division annually issues Request
for Proposals (RFP) to seek funding
applications. All requests are reviewed by staff
and subsequently submitted to the nine-member
Community Development Advisory Committee
(CDAC). The CDAC conducts public hearings
and develops a recommendation for funding
awards to City Council. City Council makes the
final decision on who will be granted funds. If
you have a program that needs funding,
contact the Community Development Division
at 281-420-5390 for more information.
